ACTS 13:1-4

Barnabas. Imagine as they are busy serving &
the Spirit begins growing an inward desire to do
the same church work abroad. Others in the
church too (specifically the leaders) recognize
this sense of calling,

ACTS 16:1-10

(The Macedonian Calling) Paul begins his 2nd
mission now with Silas. They then travel to
previously started churches for further
discipleship, edification, & fellowship. Verses 6,
7, & 9 all show the Holy Spirit’s role in
supernaturally directing them in their journeys.
